William G. Honer, MD, FRCPC
Mental Health Co-Leader

Professor, Department of Psychiatry
University of British Columbia

Bill Honer is Professor of Psychiatry in the Faculty of
Medicine at the University of British Columbia, where his
primary area of interest is the neurobiology and mechanisms
of illness in schizophrenia. He is also the Jack Bell Chair in
Schizophrenia Research, Director of the Centre for Complex Disorders, and a consultant
psychiatrist for Vancouver General Hospital and for PHSA Mental Health (Riverview
Hospital).

In addition to his extensive contributions to understanding the etiology and patho-
physiology of schizophrenia, Dr. Honer has studied brain structure and treatment response
in first-episode and treatment refractory patients. Dr. Honer received the Young
Investigator Award of the Canadian College of Neuropsychopharmacology in 1997 and a
Scientist Award from the Canadian Institutes of Health Research. He is the author of over
155 peer-reviewed publications and has authored the assessment section of the Canadian
Clinical Practice Guidelines for Schizophrenia.

Tim Stockwell directs the Centre for Addictions Research of 4
British Columbia (CARBC), a multi-site and multi-sectoral ‘&
network dedicated to research, knowledge exchange and the advancement of public policy
on substance use issues. He also holds a position as Professor in the Department of
Psychology at the University of Victoria.

Dr. Stockwell has published over 200 research papers, book chapters and monographs,
plus several books on prevention and treatment issues. He is a qualified clinical
psychologist who accomplished both clinical and research work in the UK before spending
16 years with Australia's National Drug Research Institute as Deputy Director and then
Director. Dr. Stockwell studied Psychology and Philosophy at Oxford University and
obtained a PhD at the Institute of Psychiatry, University of London, in 1980. He is currently
President of the international Kettil Bruun Society for Social and Epidemiological Research
on Alcohol.

Patrick McGorry, PhD

Professor, Youth Mental Health, University of Melbourne
Executive Director, ORYGEN Research Centre
Melbourne, Australia

Professor McGorry is currently the Executive Director of
ORYGEN Youth Health and the ORYGEN Research .

Centre in Melbourne, Australia, which provides leading ‘
expertise in early psychosis, mood, substance use, and

personality disorders. ORYGEN'’s early psychosis service, known as EPPIC,
was founded by Professor McGorry in 1991, and has been hugely influential
internationally. Its model has been exported to many countries, including the
UK. ORYGEN provides clinical services to more than 700 young people at
any one time. The ORYGEN Research Centre is currently running 44
psychiatry research projects.

Prof. McGorry is a world-leading researcher in the area of early psychosis
and has published widely on this topic. His work has played an integral role
in the development of safe, effective treatments and innovative research
involving the needs of young people with emerging or first-episode
psychosis.

Dr. MacQueen is an associate member of the Intestinal
